Third quarter struggles continued for Tulsa Friday night at San Antonio's AT&T Center as they were
defeated by the Silver Stars 94-74. The Shock were outscored by 10 points in that quarter and
were never able to chip away at San Antonio's lead after that. The game started out promising for
Tulsa, with the team sinking its first five field goals before a miss by Nicole Ohlde at the 4:44 mark.
